There were 3 members of the public present. Mr Daniel Mitchelmore, the owner of Mill Garage, Pentewan. Gary Batten, the owner Phoenix Stores and Alex Batten, the manager who will be running the store. Mr Mitchelmore gave the council an update of his plans for the site and advised that that the shop was due to open at the beginning of April 2022.

	(21/226) Planning Applications and Related Matters

(a) To respond to the following planning applications and any planning applications received after publication of this summons
(i) PA22/01801. Works to trees in a conservation area (CA), 3 The Terrace Pentewan St Austell Cornwall PL26 6DE. It was noted

(ii) PA22/01790. Works to trees in a conservation area, 5 The Terrace Pentewan St Austell Cornwall PL26 6DE. It was noted.

(iii) PA22/01937. Provision of an agricultural workers dwelling without compliance with condition 3 of decision notice PA17/05589 dated 08.08.2017. Deer Park Farm Porthpean St Austell Cornwall. It was RESOLVED that the clerk should respond to the planning authority (Cornwall Council) stating that Pentewan Valley Parish Council objects to this application for the following reasons:

a) The Parish Council supported the original application for a dwelling to house an agricultural worker as a strong case had been presented to support this on animal welfare, responsible management, and bio security.

b) The Parish Council objects to the relaxation of condition 3 of PA17/05589 on the grounds that it is contrary to policy, in particular Policies 3, 7 and 23 of the Cornwall Local Plan.

c) It would appear from the applicant’s statement that it is not, or has never been, occupied solely by an agricultural worker and that continued use as tourist accommodation will continue.

d) Without the agricultural restriction it is unlikely that the development would have been allowed in the first place. Proposed by Cllr Muskett seconded by Cllr Avery.

(iv) PA22/02311 Works to a tree in a conservation area: to dismantle an Ash tree 15 Glentown Road Pentewan St Austell Cornwall PL26 6DB It was noted.



	(21/227) Neighbourhood Development Plan

	(21/228) Climate Change Action Group

(ii) Cllr Muskett presented a quotation for the Artwork on the gate to Menagwins carpark at £200.00. It was RESOLVED that the council would accept this quote. Proposed by Cllr Muskett seconded by Cllr Dowrick.



	(21/229) Community Governance Review

The Council had a discussion regarding the public consultation. The Chair would prepare comments for the consultation on behalf of the Parish Council regarding the Boundary between St Austell and Pentewan Valley – Higher Trewhiddle Farm, which will be submitted by the clerk.

	

	(21/230) Pentewan Flood Defences

Cllr Musto gave an update on the flood defences.



	(21/231) Riverbanks

Cllr Strawford had identified areas of erosion along the riverbank on a map, the clerk will forward this to the Environment Agency. 



	(21/232) Menagwins Car Park

Ground maintenance works have been completed and the site is much improved.



	(21/233) Highways Matters

Cllr Strawford and Cllr Avery both raised concerns about the arboricultural works along Pentewan Road. The contractors are using a hole in the barrier wall to access the trees with their plant machinery, causing further damage to the wall. The cut trees have been left with branches sticking out into the roads causing vehicles to cross the narrow lanes to avoid hitting them. Cut branches were left to fall into the river causing damage to the riverbanks and an increased flood risk. Members of the public have been seen parked on the road, with large vans, collecting the cut wood and causing obstructions. The area is being left in a very untidy state, the clerk would report the issues to the highways department. 

Cllr Avery also reported that the door of the double litter bin in Pentewan Square was broken, and the liner had been found blowing around the square, the clerk would advise the highways department. The issue of the drains on Pentewan Hill was raised, Cllr Mustoe would contact highways again.



	(21/234) Pentewan Car Park

There were no concerns to be raised. Cllr Strawford asked when the quote for an additional machine would be available, the clerk would contact Metric for the quote. Cllr Avery asked about the issue of receipts from the machine, the clerk will forward the previous notes regard the upgrade to resolve this issue.



	(21/235) Pentewan Toilets

(i) It was RESOLVED that both toilets should be open from the 1/4/22 the clerk will contact Cormac to increase the cleaning arrangements. Proposed by Cllr Ward seconded by Cllr Cartwright.

(ii) The clerk advised that replacement of the emergency assistance alarm system had been installed, there was also an issue with the lock which the engineer attended to.
